Childcare for children from newborn to kindergarten age will be provided in the church nursery from 9:10 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. Children under the age of six months may remain with the parent in the meeting room.
PLEASE LABEL ALL OF YOUR CHILD'S BELONGINGS.
RESERVATIONS
All BECPTA members will have the option to prepay by semester for nursery reservations. Prepayment reserves your child's place in the nursery for the entire semester. BECPTA members need to e-mail the nursery chairman a week before the meeting to make nursery reservations. Cancellations and reservations must be made the Wednesday before a meeting. Failure to make a reservation could forfeit your child's spot in the nursery. Emergency cancellations will be accepted until 8 a.m. Friday morning of the meeting. Any non-prepaid member will be charged a half fee for failure to cancel reservation.

Visitors receive free childcare during their first meeting.

SIGN-IN PROCEDURE
Please register your child by 9:20 in the classroom. (The nursery opens at 9:10 a.m.) Parent will sign the child in at the classroom door on the sign-in sheet and receive numbered tag corresponding to tag given to child.  Parent will keep tag for the duration of the meeting.

PICKING UP YOUR CHILD
For safety, sitter will verify your numbered tag and corresponding child's tag at pick-up time.

SNACKS AND CRAFTS
Snacks and crafts will be provided in the nursery. Please indicate on the sign-in sheet if your child has an
allergy. If you have concerns, you may want to inquire about the snack being provided. Please do not bring
food from the meeting into your child's classroom. Please note that your child will be working with paint, play dough and glue.

ILLNESS

No medication will be administered to any child in the nursery. Please bring only well children to BECPTA,
this includes no fever, diarrhea, vomiting and runny nose in the 24-hour period before meeting. If your child is not well enough to attend school, then he/she should not be in our nursery.  Please be sure to mention to nursery chairman any special needs your child may have. We want your child to have a safe and enjoyable time in the BECPTA nursery.

DISCIPLINE

Sitters are instructed to use the following guidelines in cases of extremely disruptive inappropriate behavior:

1.  First Incident – A time out is given and parent is notified after the meeting.

2.  Second Incident – The parent is notified during the meeting and asked to intervene.

3.  Third incident – The parent is asked to remove child from class for the rest of the meeting and a review committee consisting of President, 2nd Vice President, and Nursery Chairman, will meet to discuss further action.
